Luzhniki Stadium

Luzhniki Stadium is the national stadium of Russia, located in its capital city, Moscow. The
full name of the stadium is Grand Sports Arena of the Luzhniki Olympic Complex. Its total seating
capacity of 81,000 makes it the largest football stadium in Russia and one of the largest stadiums in
Europe.

Luzhniki was the main stadium of the 1980 Olympic Games, hosting the opening and closing
ceremonies, as well as some of the competitions, including the final of the football tournament. A
UEFA Category 4 stadium, Luzhniki hosted UEFA Cup Final in 1999 and UEFA Champions League
Final in 2008. The stadium also hosted such events as 1973 Summer Universiade and 2013 World
Championships in Athletics. It was named the main stadium of 2018 FIFA World Cup and hosted 7
matches of the tournament, including the opening match and the final.

Today it is mainly used as one of the home stadiums of the Russia national football team. The
stadium is used from time to time for various other sporting events and for concerts. It is also used to
host Russian domestic cup finals.
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Location

The stadium is located in Khamovniki District of Moscow, south-west of the city center. The
name Luzhniki derives from the flood meadows in the bend of the Moskva River where the stadium
was built.

History

On 23 December 1954, the Government of the USSR adopted a resolution on the construction
of a stadium in the Luzhniki area in Moscow. The decision of the Soviet Government was a response
to a specific current international situation. The 1952 Summer Olympics in Helsinki brought the
Soviet team 71 medals (of which 22 gold) and second place in the unofficial team standings.

It was a major success, but the increased athletic development of the Soviet Union, which was
a matter of state policy, required the construction of a new sports complex. The stadium was built in
1955-56 as the Grand Arena of the Central Lenin Stadium. Building materials came from various
parts of the USSR. Because the soil was heavily waterlogged, almost the entire area of the foundations
of the complex had to be raised half a meter. 10,000 piles were hammered into the ground and
dredgers reclaimed about 3 million cubic meters of soil.

The stadium was officially opened on 31 July 1956, having been built in just 450 days. It was
the national stadium of the Soviet Union, and is now the national stadium of Russia.

The stadium was the chief venue for the 1980 Summer Olympics, the spectator capacity being
103,000 at that time. The events hosted in this stadium were the Opening and Closing Ceremonies,
Athletics, Football finals, and the Individual Jumping Grand Prix.

In 1992, the stadium was renamed Luzhniki Stadium. An extensive renovation in 1996 saw
the construction of a roof over the stands, and the refurbishment of the seating areas, resulting in a
decrease in capacity.

Luzhniki Stadium was chosen by UEFA to host the 2008 UEFA Champions League Final
won by Manchester United. In August 2013, the stadium hosted the World Athletics Championships.

Renovation for FIFA World Cup

The original stadium was demolished in 2013 to give a way for the construction of a new
stadium. The self-supported cover was retained. The facade wall was retained as well, due to its
architectural value, and was later reconnected to a new building. Construction of the new stadium
was completed in 2017.

The 2018 FIFA World Cup was awarded to Russia and Luzhniki Stadium was selected by the
Russia 2018 FIFA World Cup bid as the venue for the opening match and also the final, which was
held on 15 July 2018. Like Rome's Stadio Olimpico, London's old Wembley Stadium, Berlin's
Olympia stadion and Munich's Olympia stadion, Luzhniki Stadium has hosted the finals of the FIFA
World Cup and UEFA's European Cup/Champions League and featured as a main stadium of the
Summer Olympic Games.

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The stadium'’s capacity was increased from 78,000 to 81,000 seats, partly caused by the
removal of the athletics track around the pitch. Luzhniki arena has a typical stadium structure. The
shape of a bowl! with several entrances makes it easy for visitors to get to their seats effortlessly. All
seats are divided into four main categories regardless of the upper or lower row, although the price is
often lower when it comes to upper-row seats.

The stadium stands included special observation areas for people with disabilities, which
offered space for wheelchairs and accompanying persons. In addition, after the reconstruction, the
stadium was equipped with special extra-wide seats for plus-size spectators. Additional services for
spectators available at the stadium include navigation assistance from volunteers, storage rooms,
registration of children, lost-and-found department, and audio descriptive commentary for blind or
visually impaired fans.

Playing surface

It was one of the few major European football stadiums to use an artificial pitch, having
installed a FIFA-approved Field Turf pitch in 2002. However, a temporary natural grass pitch was
installed for the 2008 UEFA Champions League Final. In August 2016 a permanent hybrid turf was
installed, consisting of 95 percent natural grass reinforced with plastic.

How to get to

The stadium is a part of the Luzhniki Sports Complex facilities and has the same address. The
arena is located 6 km south-west of the city centre. Surrounded by the Moskva River and parklands,
the arena boasts a great location accessible from two different metro lines. Visitors can use two
different metro stations: Sportivnaya metro station is the closest spot to the stadium and Vorob’yovy
Gory station is an alternative for those who want to walk about 15 minutes enjoying the scenery. Both
stations refer to the red metro line. It will take you about 10 minutes to reach them from the city centre
(Okhotny Ryad or Biblioteka metro stations). One metro ride will cost you about $1, no matter where
you need to go.

Taking a bus will hardly be a good option. It will be more time-consuming considering traffic
jams. The tube is still a better alternative unless you need to get to the stadium from Kievsky railway
station or Belovezhskaya street. Buses 157 and 132 will take you directly to Luzhniki Stadium. The
ticket costs $1 (the price is equal to metro tickets).

Int: For most of us, television films are the nearest we’ll ever get to the wildlife of the tropical
rainforest. That’s why, after years of working as a biologist in the rainforest, Donald Parry’s built a
cable car which runs through the treetops, allowing people a much closer look at the wildlife. He

described what the forest looks like from up there.
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DP: This cable car travels for about a kilometre. It slowly takes you up through the dark, lower
forest and then you come out into the treetops, so you get to see some of the most beautiful wildlife
on our planet, living on the branches and trunks of the tall rainforest trees.

Int: And this is the sort of wildlife that you just wouldn’t be able to see from the forest floor?

DP: Oh exactly. Many of the birds, insects and mammals found in a rainforest only live in the
treetops, in the part that’s over 30 metres above the ground.

Int: So why did you decide to put a cable car into the rainforest?

DP: Right now, as we know, there’s a big problem with deforestation, with the cutting down
of trees on a large scale. And one of the things that we need to do to stop that is to provide education.
We’ve got a programme in place where we will bring students in from all over the world and tell
them about the forest and they can see for themselves why it should be saved.

Int: So basically, you focus on conservation?

DP: And the other thing is in order to save the rainforest, we also have to supply another
means of income to local people who would like to use the land. This project keeps fifty people in
work, far more than would be employed on this amount of land otherwise. So this is a really good
way to make the forest produce something for the local people without destroying it.

Int: How did you actually build this thing?

DP: This was quite an ambitious project because it involved getting a ski-lift from Switzerland
and redesigning it so that it wouldn’t damage the beauty of the site. It only cuts three metres into the
forest on either side. We don’t want you to touch the plants, but if you put your hand out, the forest
is that close.

Int: And how did you actually manage to get it into the forest, because these are big structures
aren’t they?

DP: Well, to get in the big pieces, we used a helicopter.

Int: Really? ... Now obviously Don, you’ve taken great care not to disturb the rainforest, but
simply having a cable car, and all that goes with it, must mean a certain amount of disturbance to the
wildlife that lives here.

DP: Well ... I would say that just about anything you do in a rainforest would cause some
kind of disturbance, but you should keep in mind the property that we have was purchased from
private individuals who hunted here and cut down trees commercially. That kind of disturbance is
much greater than any which we are causing.

Int: So, you think the project is a success?

DP: Well, in this case, I'm confident that if we hadn’t been here, the area would have been

cut down by now. And, as has been proved elsewhere, most of the animals become used to the visitors
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eventually. I see our project as a model for the future, a model of how to take a large number of people
into sensitive habitats without causing too much disturbance to that habitat.

Int: But something is being lost to the needs of eco-tourism, isn’t it?

DP: Given that the world population is growing, and natural places are reducing in size, |
think we’re really going to need systems like this if we are going to be able to show people the beauty
of the planet in the future. Because only if they can be made to appreciate it will people value the
rainforest and so want to protect it.
